He
was diverted from a career
as a classical pianist when
he heard the music of such
jazz musicians as Louis
Armstrong and Nat King
Cole.

Shortly after his move to
the United States, Alexander

began playing ina local club
in Miami. He was discovered
in this club by Jilly Rizzo
who hired him to perform in
his New York night club. For
the next few years
Alexander worked steadily
in New York City in several
famous clubs including the
Playboy Club. During this
time he worked with such
musical greats as Frank
Sinatra, Milt Jackson, Ray
Brown,
Quincy Jones, ‘“‘Senator”
Eugene Wright and many
others.

He has appeared at
festivals and clubs all over
the world including an an-
nual appearance at the
Montreux International Jazz
Festival in Switzerland.

Mr. Alexander will be
performing selections from a
variety of suites including
several original com-

positions. He will be playing-

American music, Spanish
music as well as tunes of the
Caribbean.
